Code Enforcement: This is a reminder of the trash
can ordinance #11-2003, section Il sub-section b
and c. Private receptacles and recyclable
containers shall be placed at the curb of the
individuals premises for collection no earlier than
noon the day before regular weekly collection
occurs and removed from the curb  and returned
to the premises by midnight on the day of
collection. The owner/resident shall not maintain
or keep private receptacles or recyclable containers
forward of the front wall of the dwelling or

building and the same shall be screened so that
no part thereof is visible from the street.
